MONTHLY REPORT FOR DECEMBER 2011

By: Chief Jeff Myers

The department is currently working on the 2011 Annual Report. The annual report will have a recap
of the police activity over the year, to include total incidents handled, the crime rate and other related
information. Monthly and annual reports are posted on the POLICE page on the city website.

POLICE ACTIVITY:

e The department handled 1392 law incidents for the month, issued 96 infractions, 40 criminal
traffic citations, 28 criminal citations, 21 parking infractions and made 175 criminal arrests.

® During the month, Animal Control Officer Bob Hill handled, 53 “animal problem™ complaints,
22 abandoned vehicles, 6 code enforcement issues and 4 parking complaints. A total of 14
animals were impounded.

e WEEKEND JAIL SESSION #12: Thf: department conducted the last weekend _]all session of
2011 starting on Friday, December 9™ through court on Tuesday, December 13™. The jail was
opened on Friday instead of Saturday because of the suspects already in custud}' earlier that
day. A total of 24 prisoners were booked into the City Jail at the police station (20 male/ 4
female). Three inmates were court commitment sentences where the defendant was able to
serve his or her time here instead of at a contract jail facility. Three bookings were the result of
new charges. A total of six prisoners posted $4.550 in bail; one prisoner was released on a
medical furlough. By court on Tuesday, six defendants were held in continued custody and
transported to the contract jail facility (Forks PD) for further proceedings. Four additional
defendants surrendered to the court on Tuesday. A total of 27 warrants were cleared by arrest
during the session. The department is working with the court to schedule sessions for 2012,

® On December 8, 2011, Hoquiam Officers responded to a disorderly subject in the 600 block of
Perry Avenue. Officers determined a known drug abuser with mental health issues had been
out in the street challenging a passing PUD truck with a large stick. Officers located the 46-
year old Hoquiam man nearby and took him into custody for disorderly conduct and reckless
endangerment. He was transported to the city jail for an interview to no avail as the suspect
would only ramble. He later demanded to fight all the officers present and defecated in the
cell- but tried to wipe it up with his shirt. The suspect had to be physically restrained for
transport to the county jail; while enroute, the suspect hit his head on the prisoner partition,
resulting in a small cut. He was eventually booked into the county jail and later transferred to
Forks where he was still being held on bail by the court at the time of this report.

* Hoquiam Officers were dispatched to a tavern in the 2600 block of Simpson Avenue for a
disorderly, intoxicated subject on December 20, 2011 at 0015 hours. The 32-year Hoquiam
man had been refused service due to his intoxicated state and was forced outside by other
patrons. Once outside, the suspect attempted to throw a cement block at the glass door.
Luckily, the suspect was so drunk he could not reach or even hit the door. Officers determined
they had dealt with the same suspect earlier at a nearby convenience store where he had to be
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trespassed after twice attempting to purchase beer while intoxicated and disorderly. He was
cited for trespassing and disorderly conduct.

On December 24, 2011 at about 0100 hours, officers were dispatched to a call of possible
attempted rape which had occurred in a shed at a residence in the 500 block of M Street. The
18-year old female victim advised she had been contacted by a 43-year old Hoquiam man about
doing some work for him. The two entered the shed whereby female said the suspect made
comments about how she was dressed. The male apparently removed his shirt because he was
“hot™ as he moved boxes. At one point, the male asked the victim to close her eyes and turn
around. When the victim opened her eyes. the male was allegedly standing before her
masturbating. The female fled the location, but the suspect grabbed her by the leg and caused
her to trip. She went to a friend’s house who called 911. The suspect was interviewed but
claimed the sexual innuendo was mutual and he was “rubbing himself”, not masturbating. The
case was submitted to the city attorney for review of charges.

Sgt. Salstrom and his partner “Enno™ responded to an agency assist for a burglary call in
Aberdeen at a motorcycle shop on December 26, 2011. Items taken were two motorcycle
helmets and other accessories; the suspect(s) were not located at that time. At 2230 hours,
Hoquiam officers received a call from the clerk at the 7-11 Store on Lincoln Street, who stated
a male subject had come in the store carrying two motorcycle helmets and was bragging about
stealing them in a burglary. The clerk provided a description, including his distinctive tattoos.
Officer Hergert located two males walking nearby and identified the suspect by the tattoos.
despite the fact he had changed clothing. The suspect was turned over to Aberdeen PD.

On December 28, 2011 at 1310 hours, department personnel inside the station heard a loud
banging noise at the south end of the building. As passerby was banging on the door to report a
nearby parked patrol SUV on fire. PSO Kinney was able to extinguish the fire with an
extinguisher. During the investigation, it was determined someone had stuffed some sort of
clothing into the gas filler port and set it on fire. Flames raced up the side of the vehicle and it
would have been a total loss in a few more moments. Officers developed a suspicion based on
a man who they had dealt with earlier at the Crisis Clinic and had been seen in the area a short
time before the fire. Officers and detectives talked with the 22-year old Vancouver man, at
which point he volunteered he had set the fire because he wanted help with his mental issues.
He said he liked the police as the police had helped him in the past. The suspect was booked in
the county jail for arson. The vehicle sustained approximately $2.500 in damage.

Officers were dispatched to a stolen vehicle complaint on December 28, 2011 in the 800 block
of 5™ Street. The victim was an active duty sailor home on leave; he reported his Toyota 4-
Runner was stolen during the night. The vehicle contained his personal property, Navy travel
orders and a ticket to Afghanistan for deployment. Despite news coverage and a request for
information from the public, the vehicle has not yet been recovered.

On December 31, 2011 at 2300 hours, Sgt. Mitchell was on patrol on Queets Avenue when he
stopped a vehicle for an extremely loud exhaust. As the sergeant contacted the 40-year old
male driver, he noticed a younger female passenger who appeared to be a juvenile. He asked
the female if her parents knew where she was and she replied “no”. Sgt. Mitchell determined
the female was 17-years old, although the name and date of birth she provided did not match.
The female finally admitted she had lied and provided her true name; she was listed as a
juvenile runaway from Skamania County. Upon being detained, the female turned over a small
baggie of suspected methamphetamine and glass pipe. The teen was booked at the county
juvenile detention center for giving false information, felony drug offense and possession of
drug paraphernalia.



By the end of the month, Detective Sergeant Krohn completed an audit of all registered sex
offenders within the city limits. At the time of the audit. the department was tracking 25 level |
offenders (lowest risk to re-offend), 12 level Il offenders and 6 level 111 offenders (highest risk
to re-offend).

BUDGET:

Even after the reduction of around $100.000 (police officer position and one patrol vehicle)
from the police department budget (001-08) following the sudden closure of Grays Harbor
Paper, the department was approximately $145,000 under budget at the end of December. This
could be mainly attributed to vacant staff positions and fiscal restraint. There are several
possible pending expenditures - including unresolved inmate medical billings. as well as higher
than expected fuel costs and jail fees for outside placement of prisoners- however, it would
appear the department is on solid financial footing going into 2012. It is hoped the patrol
vehicle replacement scheduled in 2012 can be absorbed within the existing budget instead of
taken from the Equipment Reserve Fund (to which contributions were suspended after the mill
closed).

For the month of December, 179 hours of overtime was expended as listed below. It should be
noted that overtime is higher given the vacant police officer position and a patrol sergeant who
was on light-duty (covering administrative duties left by the open deputy chief position). For
the month, the department was basically short two officers in the Patrol Division:

PERSONNEL.:
* Police/ Fire Chaplain Sean Hollen completed his fourth year of service with the city as of

December 14", He has been a respected presence within the department with staff and has
been very helpful in the field when responding to critical incidents. As the department
chaplain. he is called upon to be with grieving family members at emotional times. He can
spend time with the family and answer questions, thus allowing officers to concentrate on the
investigation at hand.

This month’s department in-service training consisted of “legal update™ presented by the Grays
Harbor County Prosecutor’s Office. Officers also had a policy review regarding preventing
bias-based policing and received instruction on sudden infant death investigations.

On December 9, 2011 (which was the national “Night of 1000 Stars™ patrol), Officer Brian
Dayton was recognized at an appreciation dinner conducted by the Grays Harbor Traffic Safety
Task Force for his aggressive DUI enforcement during the year.



Members of the department once again participated in “Shop With A Cop™ which was held on
December 10th. Officer Dayton, Officer McCartney, Det. Sgt. Krohn, Sgt. Wertanen, Chief
Myers, Explorer Bradley and CRIME WATCH volunteer Anderson were teamed with children
from Hoquiam Schools for special Christmas shopping. Each child was served breakfast at the
Aberdeen Eagles. received a t-shirt and gifts. and then rode in a lights and siren parade to Wal-
Mart for a $100 spending spree. The department has participated in the event since the
inception- now at 13 years. The Hoquiam Police Officer’s Association donates to help fund
this worthy event every year.

Sgt. Salstrom represented the department on KBKW “Coffee Talk™ on December 27",

FACILITIES/ EQUIPMENT:

As noted above. one patrol SUV (2008 Ford Explorer) suffered over $2500 in damage as the
victim of arson. The suspect was quickly identified and apprehended; he remains in custody in
the county jail pending trial. The repair to the vehicle was covered by the Washington Cities
Insurance Authority at zero deductible as it was a “fire loss”. Repairs were quickly completed
by Fred’s Autobody on Ontario Street.

During the month, the department started to work with Aberdeen PD on a shared “Day Jail”
program. Although the police department had been conducting some day jail operations at the
city jail with the police services officer for several years, the department only held the
occasional Hoquiam Municipal Court defendants. The department also had a day jail contract
to hold Ocean Shores Municipal Court inmates. The new proposal was to add Aberdeen
Municipal Court defendants at Hoquiam with Aberdeen PD providing a full-time corrections
officer Wednesday through Sunday. Not only would this greatly expand the use of the facility,
but it would effectively double and expand available manpower. In addition to holding more
inmates, it is anticipated litter or work-crews could be dispatched within the respective cities.
The minimal food or supply costs would be split between the departments: the intent is to keep
the program revenue neutral to both entities. A proposed memorandum of understanding to
implement to program will be presented for consideration by each city council in early January.
It is hoped the day jail program will be a unique option for the municipal court judges to clear
pending court sentences.

VOLUNTEERS:

For the month of December, CRIME WATCH members volunteered a total of 105.5 hours of
service- including 43.5 hours on residential patrols, 8.5 office hours and 53.5 other hours, to
include traffic control at Montesano’s Festival of Lights parade, Shop With A Cop. Ho-Ho
Hoquiam, security at the food bank, business registration updates and training. Officer Hergert
and Officer Blundred conducted a 3.5 hour training course for CRIME WATCH members and
Police Explorers during the month. Once the training was complete, CRIME WATCH added
three new members to the ranks: Denise Anderson, Jack Wandler and Marilyn Hunter. These
additions brought CRIME WATCH back to a compliment of 13 active members. Since the
inception of the program in December 2007, CRIME WATCH has donated 6140.5 hours of
volunteer service to the city.

The youth Police Explorers, under the direction of Officer David Blundred, contributed 167
hours of volunteer time to the department, to include meetings, ride-alongs with officers and
working special details- including traffic control at Montesano’s Festival of Lights and Ho-Ho
Hoquiam. Although the group just started earlier this year, the Explorers have already donated
a total of 1217 hours to the department to date.



STATISTICAL REPORTS:
The following statistical reports encompass police activity for the month of December 2011.

The first statistical report titled “Law Incident Analysis, Time Reported” is a summary of each law
incident by the day of the week and by the time of day.

The second statistical report is a listing of “Law Total Incident Report, by Location Code™.
The three general areas of the city are designated by location codes: HPD Baker 6 is defined as the
east end, HPD Baker 7 is the downtown area and west to the high school, and HPD Baker 8 is the
north end of town from Emerson Ave. Any location codes that are outside of the city were likely
generated as a result of phone call requests to the station, traffic safety patrols or agency assists.

The third statistical report, “Total Law Incident Report, by Nature of Incident” shows the total
for each of the basic law incident types handled by the department.

The final two monthly reports included in this packet are “Total Traffic Citation Report, by
Violation™ and “Total Offense Report, By Statute Description™. The first report lists the specific
infraction or criminal charge and the number of violations issued under that charge. The second report
is reflective of the number of “arrests” made under each statute. The two reports may overlap on some
misdemeanor offenses if an arrest/booking was made followed by the issuance of a criminal citation.
The second report captures felony arrests, but may not include misdemeanor or felony cases that were
submitted to the prosecutor for review of charges (cases cleared without an arrest).
